RCIA During Lent – The 3rd Scrutiny this weekend at the 4:00 
PM mass focuses on the Gospel of the Raising of Lazarus. The 
reading speaks of Jesus’ role as healer and herald of the new 
Kingdom rooted in God’s light and life. In their preparation 
session, the focus of the RCIA Elect was the identification of areas 
of death and brokenness in their lives and reflection on the 
presence of God in brokenness and how he offers us healing and 
life. The Prayer of the Faithful, sung in Litany form, is the result of 
the dialogue in the RCIA session. The litany focuses on the areas 
of destruction in our lives and in our world and our yearning for 
the life of Christ to restore our brokenness.
