-1 am delighted that we now have a Deacon here at St. Francis to
assist in parish life and ministry. 1 am so pleased that he has taken
me up on my suggestion to offer “From the Deacon’s Bench...”

From The Deacon’s Bench

-As | look out from my new perch, the Deacon’s Bench, | see 500-
650 of my fellow parishioners looking back. Wow! What a view!
So many different faces, set in a range of expressions — interest,
excitement, boredom, spirituality, and the occasional yawn. What
are you thinking? Why are you here? What do you want from our
Church? I’'m sure I’ll learn.

-First, let me thank all of you who have made me feel so welcome
at St. Francis Parish during the past year as | have grown into my
new role, assisting Fr Vern at the liturgy. | have more growing to
do. I look forward to your continued support, and to doing what |
can to help meet your spiritual needs, be they at Mass, in Scripture
study, at a baptism, wedding, or funeral.

-A bit about me. My wife, Kathryn, and | lived ‘forever’ in
Belchertown. But in 2007, we moved to Granby so Kathryn, who
is the Pastoral Minister and Faith Formation Leader at Immaculate
Heart of Mary Parish, would not have so far to drive, especially
during the winter. Of course, as with many well-intentioned plans,
something happened. The Bishop informed me that, as there was
already a Deacon in Granby, | would probably be assigned as
Deacon to St Francis in Belchertown! Well, so far, the Spirit
seems to know what she’s up to!

-One thing I've found interesting in getting to know some of you,
the St Francis parish family, is that many of you are actually
excited about coming here for the liturgy. From my new
viewpoint, |1 see many participating fully in the Mass; singing,
praying, listening. Some meditate — well, at least they look like
they’re meditating; 1’ve yet to hear snoring! I, too, am excited to
participate in the liturgies of the Word and of the Eucharist. In fact,
I like being Catholic!
