Special thanks to Judy Tricky for bringing all this about
and to everyone who worked behind the scenes to make it happen.
Our Generations of Faith Program and what it is accomplishing in
our parish is truly a gift to us all and we are indeed blessed!

-Next weekend we celebrate the feast of our Patron Saint, St.
Francis of Assisi. We will begin this celebration with morning
Mass on Friday the 2" at 8 AM followed by a 24 hour prayer vigil
in the chapel.
