The dedication of
the K of C memorial to the unborn and the living rosary sponsored
by G of F was truly a most moving experience last Sunday
evening. How beautiful it was to see so many of our parish family
gathered around the statue of Mary and praying her rosary. The
voices of our young people reciting the Hail Mary were very
special. Thanks to everyone who came and brought this long
awaited dream of mine come to reality!

-A Special Mass of Remembrance for parents who have lost a
child through miscarriage, stillbirth or death at any age will be
offered on Tuesday evening, November 10™ at 7 PM. A reception
will follow. Please R.S.V.P. to Deanna Roux at 323-6433 if you
would like to join us for this special time of prayer and
remembrance. In the same way, if you are unable to attend but
would like to have your child remembered, please let us know.

-The Flu Season Bishop has sent us the following guidelines to
combat this Flu Season and HIN1: +All those involved in direct
ministry such as Extraordinary Ministers of Communion and
pastoral visitors should heed all health directives and frequently
wash their hands and avoid contact if they are not feeling well.
+Those not feeling well should avoid receiving communion from
the cup. Prudence dictates that receiving in the hand is to be
preferred since otherwise the fingers of those distributing
Communion might touch a communicant’s tongue. +During this
time of heightened concern, the Sign of Peace can be
acknowledged by a simple and friendly nod/wave or simply saying
“peace be with you.” + Catholics, who are not feeling well, for
whatever reason, can excuse themselves from Sunday worship out
of respect for their fellow worshippers.

Here at St. Francis you will find bottles of “hand sanitizers” on
the tables in the gathering space and I encourage everyone to make
use of them upon entering the church for services.

-Over the past three weekends our Diocese conducted its annual
“Pew Count” of those who attend Mass. The numbers here are
indeed a sad commentary on the priority given to God when you
consider we have a membership of some 1,400 households.
